Matters listed below are hereby submitted with the following recommendations; to-wit: 

1. D P Dough (1501 University Ave SE) (15-00473): 

Considering application for an Extended Hours License with Operating Conditions (New 
License) (Passage of resolution approving operating conditions). 
 
Staff presentation by Grant Wilson, Department of Community Planning and Economic 
Development (CPED)/Licenses and Consumer Services Division. 
 
The public hearing was opened.  There being no persons wishing to speak, the public hearing 
was closed.
