1. Minneapolis Highrise Representative Council Contract Amendment (15-00542): 

Authorizing amendment to Contract No. 37842 with the Minneapolis Highrise 
Representative Council, to add up to an additional $50,000, for a revised total amount not to 
exceed $100,000, to expand the scope of their current work and extending the contract 
termination date from October 2015 to December 31, 2015, for a new contract period of 
January 1, 2014, through December 31, 2015.
