1. Passage of Resolution ordering the work to proceed and adopting special assessments in the
amount of $104,205.96 for the 2016 Alley Renovation Program.

2. Passage of Resolution requesting the Board of Estimate and Taxation authorize the City’s
issuance and sale of assessment bonds in the amount of $104,210 for the program.
