The Council’'s Community Development committee has authorized staff to apply for
a number of outside grant funds for the second phase of the Seward Commons
redevelopment site, including $200,000 from the Minnesota Department of
Employment and Economic Development, $102,542 from the Metropolitan
Council’s Tax Base Revitalization Account, and $112,500 in Hennepin County
Environmental Remediation Funds.

Community Planning and
Economic Development department head Mike Christenson is leaving to work with the Minnesota
Business Partnership on taking the Minneapolis Promise — an effort to help kids succeed in school and
move on to college —to a regional scale. Planning Director Barb Sporlein has been named the Deputy
Commissioner of the Minnesota Housing Finance Agency (MHFA). And budget director Heather
Johnston is moving to the City of Burnsville to be their Chief Financial Officer/Director of Administrative
Services. | will truly miss these great City employees, and wish them well in all of their future endeavors.
The Mayor has announced his selection for director of the Regulatory Services department: Greg
Stubbs. I'm very interested in this choice, as Mr. Stubb’s background is in planning.

8) On October 12" the Public Safety, Health and Civil Rights Committee heard a report on outdoor
recreational fires. After a discussion among Council Members | successfully moved to refer the topic to
two advisory committees for review. In the coming months the Public Health Advisory Committee and the
Citizens Environmental Advisory Committee with review the recreational fire ordinance and consider
possible recommendations for how to improve it. Over the years | have received a number of emails and
phone calls about this issue, especially from some residents who consider outdoor burning to be
detrimental to their health and their quality of life.

10) The amendments to the farmers market ordinance | authored have passed the Regulatory, Energy and
Environment committee unanimously. Special credit goes to my Policy Aide, Robin Garwood, for his
months of work with market managers and city staff to develop these ordinance amendments. | expect
them to pass the Council as well. These changes are driven in large part by the requests of farmers
market stakeholders, and include several important pieces:

- Atleast 60% of vendors at farmers markets will have to be food growers

- The “mini markets” that were created by policy several years ago will be included in the ordinance,
and will be allowed to have a more flexible vendor mix, with one distributor (selling fresh fruits and
vegetables that don’t grow in Minnesota) and one home processor (selling baked goods, jams,
jellies, pickles, etc)

- Creation of a new “produce and craft” market type that can be up to 70% vendors of self-made arts
and crafts, with the other 30% being food items

- All markets other than mini markets will have to be nonprofits

- Sampling by market vendors will be easier, and vendors other than those selling food for immediate
consumption will be able to operate from unpaved surfaces

11) Significant changes to the City’s pedicab ordinance have passed the Council. Though I’'m supportive of
much in these amendments — especially opening downtown to pedicabs during rush hour — | voted
against the package, because it contained an unnecessary overstep into the decisions made by certain
small operators. You can read more at my blog.

12) Asian Carp DNA has now been found in Minneapolis, near the Ford dam. Governor Dayton is calling for
quick action to prevent invasive Asian Carp from moving up the Mississippi River into Minnesota. There
seem to be two options for blocking the natural spread of this invasive species: closing the lock at the
Ford dam, and closing the Upper Lock at St. Anthony Falls? Both options will have an impact on
Minneapolis businesses and residents.
