Background/Supporting Information 
The City of Minneapolis is transitioning some of its databases and servers to Microsoft 
SQL.  Microsoft Corporation has offered consulting services at no charge to assist the 
City’s Information Technology department in its SQL server assessment and planning 
efforts and to demonstrate the benefits of SQL specific to the City’s existing IT 
environment. 
 
The migration assessment funding allows the City to obtain services at no charge from 
Microsoft directly, or to obtain services from a Microsoft certified partner, in an amount 
not to exceed $26,500.  If the City elects to obtain services from a partner, Microsoft will 
reimburse the partner directly; no funds will pass through the City.  All consulting 
services under this agreement must be fully rendered on or before June 1, 2013, and 
Microsoft waives any and all entitlement to compensation from the City of Minneapolis 
for the services provided.
