Subject:  Public Hearing: 2015 Resurfacing Program – 2nd St N, 21st, 30th & 33rd Av 

N, 42nd Av S, Bloomington Av S & MN-62 Frontage Rd, Project No 5274 
 
Recommendation: 
 

A. Amend resolution 2015R-040, passed January 30, 2015 to delete 2nd St N between 
24th Av N and 26th Av N from the streets to be improved. 
 

B. Cancel the previously proposed assessments to properties on 2nd St N, between 24th 
and 26th Avenues, that abut pavement that will not be resurfaced. 

C. Direct the City Engineer to return to Committee with revised assessment values for 
2nd Street North based on a proportion of the Uniform Assessment Rate that is equal 
to the percentage of the roadway surface that will be resurfaced.

Supporting Information 

Background 

On January 30, 2015, the City Council designated the locations, streets and improvements 
proposed to be made in the 2nd St N, 21st, 30th & 33rd Av N, 42nd Av S, Bloomington Av S & 
MN-62 Frontage Rd neighborhoods.  

The locations of the streets that are included in the 2nd St N, 21st, 30th & 33rd Av N, 42nd Av 
S, Bloomington Av S & MN-62 Frontage Rd area resurfacing projects are described as: 

• 2nd St N is from Plymouth Av to Washington Av N and at this location is MSA Route 
No 215.  Segments of this street were last paved in 1967, 1969 and 1973.   

• 21st, 30th & and 33rd Avs N from Washington Av N to 2nd St N are local city streets 
and were last paved in 1980. 

• 42nd Av S is from Hiawatha Av frontage road to 58th St E.  The segment from 50th St 
E to 56th St E is MSA Route No 259 and the remaining segments being local city 
streets.  Segments of this street were last paved in 1956 and 1987. 

• Bloomington Av is from 62nd St E to MN-62 frontage road N (60th St E) and includes 
the N-S segment from 62nd St E to MN-62 frontage road S.  Bloomington Av at this 
location is MSA Route No 438 and was last paved in 1967. 

• MN-62 frontage road N from Bloomington Av to 58th St E is MSA Route No 271.  The 
paving history is unknown for this segment. 

Special Assessments 

The street resurfacing special assessments were determined by applying the 2015 Uniform 
Assessment Rates (UAR) to the land area of benefited parcels located within the street 
influence zone along the improved streets. The approved 2015 resurfacing rates are: 

$0.62/sq. ft. – Non-Residential 

$0.21/sq. ft. – Residential 

2nd Street N Project Assessment Modifications: 

A unique situation exists on the 2nd Street North project.  As part of the CenterPoint Beltline 
Pipeline Upgrade Project, in 2014 a significant amount of pavement was removed and 
restored within the 2nd Street N resurfacing project limits.  In recognition of that, Public 
Works recommends property owners be assessed as follows: 

 
• 2nd Street N; 24th to 26th Avenues:  The Beltline project resulted in full width 

pavement restoration.  No resurfacing work will be done, so cancel all proposed 
resurfacing assessments. 

• 2nd Street N; Plymouth to Washington Avenues, except 24th to 26th Avenues:  
The Beltline project resulted in partial pavement restoration.  Partial resurfacing work 
will be completed, so assess properties based on a proportion of the Uniform 



Assessment Rate that is equal to the percentage of the roadway surface that will be 
resurfaced. 

• 21st, 30th & and 33rd Avs N from Washington Av N to 2nd St N: Full width 
pavement resurfacing will be completed so assess for these streets at the full 2015 
UAR. 

Public Works will send out new notices to the properties whose assessments will be 
adjusted.
