The rental licensing ordinance amendment I've authored will come before the
PS&RS committee tomorrow at 1:30pm. The ordinance will require that
partnerships provide the individual partners’ names and addresses to the
Inspections Department upon request, and make violations of the building code
(such as unpermitted work) and unpaid water bills grounds to revoke rental
licenses.

After months of effort, my office has heard from Public Works that they will be
recommending “No Parking Here to Corner” signs for the intersection of 15" Ave
SE and Brook Ave SE. Thanks to the Menks and SECIA staff for your help and
encouragement.
