III. I have introduced a change to the zoning code to broaden and expand the allowable uses 

of electricity-generating wind turbines in Minneapolis.  I believe that the solution to our 
energy problems is not just to increase the amount of renewable energy we use, but to 
increase the amount we generate in the urban environment. 

 
IV. The Industrial Land Use study has come out with a new Draft Summary and 

Redevelopment Analysis.  Seward/Hiawatha is one of the areas the study focuses on.

V. I am participating actively in the Riverside Market Site task force, which is seeking to 

find neighborhood consensus on what uses we would like to see (and not like to see) on 
that site.  The task force will be working closely with Seward Redesign, which is now 
part of the development team that owns the site.  I believe that this process presents a 
great opportunity for the neighborhood to improve the services offered on the east end of 
Franklin, and come to a broader understanding of our development strategy for the 
neighborhood’s major thoroughfare.
