Background/Supporting Information

The Police Department received $178,180 from the State of Minnesota for the Latino Crime
Prevention Project in 2002 for a two-year period ending December 31, 2003. This grant funds the
Latino Community Coordinator, program evaluator, translator services, community building activities,
community events, crime prevention workshops, and adult and youth Latino Citizens’ Academies.
The purpose for this extension is to enable the MPD to expend all of the available grant funds.
