Recommendation:

Authorize the proper City officers to execute Subordinate Funding Agreement 7
(SFA 7) with the Metropolitan Council for the City to pay a not to exceed amount
of $ 246,750 (Civil West Bid Items plus five percent) for non-FFGA components
as bid in the Civil West construction contract.

Authorize reimbursement to the Metropolitan Council for the University Ave
Street Lighting project from designated approved capital project TR025 in the
amount of $137,000 approximate and Washington Ave Street Lighting project in
the amount of $97,000 approximate from designated capital project TR024
Authorize the proper City Officials to execute Subordinate Funding Agreement 13
(SFA 13) with the Metropolitan Council for City forces to provide sewer inspection
and construction oversight associated with the Central Corridor LRT Project Civil
West construction.

Authorize the proper City Officials to execute Subordinate Funding Agreement 14
(SFA 14) with the Metropolitan Council for storm sewer and water main changes
associated with the Central Corridor LRT Project Civil West construction.
Authorize an increase to the 2011 capital appropriation for the Public Works —
Sewer Capital Fund/Department (07300/630000) by $183,362 to be reimbursed
by the Metropolitan Council.

Background/Supporting Information

The Central Corridor Light Rail Transit (LRT) Project will construct an 11-mile LRT line between
Minneapolis and St Paul. The Project is scheduled to be complete in 2014.

Master Funding Agreement

Construction of the Central Corridor LRT including Civil West requires coordination of certain
activities and materials between the Metropolitan Council and the City of Minneapolis in order to
preserve and protect public infrastructure. The Master Funding Agreement between the
Metropolitan Council and the City (MFA) outlines a process to enter into subordinate funding
agreements to account for costs associated with these activities and materials.

Subordinate Funding Agreement 7

SFA 7 provides for the City to reimburse the Metropolitan Council a not to exceed amount of

$ 246,750 for the purchase and installation of the bid items described in the Project Budget for
the University Ave SE Central Corridor Street Lighting Project and the Washington Ave SE
Central Corridor Adjacent Street Lighting Project.

Subordinate Funding Agreement 13

SFA 13 provides for the Metropolitan Council to reimburse the City a not to exceed amount of
$183,362 for actual staff costs related to sewer inspection and construction oversight
performed on behalf of the CCLRT Project in 2011.

Subordinate Funding Agreement 14

SFA 14 provides for the City to reimburse the Metropolitan Council a not to exceed amount of
$ 38,943.50 for the water portion of the storm sewer and water main changes at Thompson
Center Drive.

Recommendation:
Public Works requests autharization for the proper City officials to execute SFA 7, 13 and 14
with the Metropolitan Council and to increase appropriations accordingly.
