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Amendment No.1 to Mn/DOT Management Agreement No. 66310 
 
THIS AMENDMENT is by and between the State of Minnesota, through its Commissioner of Transportation 
(“STATE”) and the City of Minneapolis (“CITY”), a Minnesota home rule charter city. Collectively, the 
STATE and CITY are hereafter referred to as “PARTIES”. 

 
BACKGROUND 

 
State has a Management Agreement with CITY, identified as Mn/DOT Agreement No. 66310, to manage and 
operate the I-394 Third Avenue Distributor (TAD) garages. The PARTIES have determined that an amendment 
is desirable to clarify the relationship between STATE and CITY regarding the collection and deposit of 
parking fees according to Minnesota Statutes, Section 161.1231.  
 
PARTIES agree to amend the Original Management Agreement as follows: 
 
REVISION 1.  After Section 2 insert: 
“2a. FEE COLLECTION 
2a.1.  CITY shall collect and deposit all parking revenues into STATE’s Special Account established under   
Minnesota Statutes, Section 161.1231, subdivision 8 and according to Exhibit C, including Exhibits C-1 TAD 
Garages Financial Transition Plan, C-2 Revenue and Expense Management Procedures for TAD Garages 
Special Account, and C-3 TAD Garages Request for Funds Form. Exhibit C is attached and incorporated into 
this Management Agreement. Any changes to Exhibit C must be approved in writing by the PARTIES. ” 
 
REVISION 2. Delete Section 3 and insert: 
 
“3. REIMBURSEMENT FOR ALLOWABLE EXPENSES 
 CITY shall invoice STATE and STATE shall reimburse CITY for all maintenance and operating expenses in 
accordance with the Operation Plan. No other expenses shall be allowable without prior approval by STATE.” 
 
REVISION 3. Delete Subsection 4.5 and insert: 
“STATE agrees to establish a Major Maintenance Fund from parking fees collected by CITY to fund the five 
and ten year rehabilitation and repair program(s). Exhibit D, I-394 Third Avenue Distributor (TAD) Parking 
Garages, Qualifying Repairs for Major Maintenance Fund Reimbursement, which is attached and 
incorporated into this Management Agreement, provides examples of expenses that are eligible for 
reimbursement from the Major Maintenance Fund. The CITY will periodically make recommendations on 
maintenance activities for the TAD garages..  The maintenance activities will be performed as agreed to by the 
Parties. STATE is solely responsible for funding all maintenance costs. 
 
EFFECTIVE DATE. This amendment is effective upon execution by appropriate STATE and CITY officials. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Except as amended herein, the terms and conditions of the Original Management Agreement and all previous 
amendments remain in full force and effect.
