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Summary Notes:

1. 2010 Census Questionnaire & Overview
· The Census form is not just 10 questions.   It is actually 10 questions for person number one and then about seven questions for every other person in the home.  This has been an important detail to address because a few community organizations have expressed either a distrust in the Census Bureau’s messaging or a concern that some families will only fill out the first ten questions.

· The messaging we are using is: The Census form includes about 10 questions for each person.  It is critical that we count everyone in our home, if we miss anyone, our communities will miss out!

· Where funding and recognition are directed is based on the race category(s) that we indicate.  For example, it’s important for those who are Somali, to indicate that on the Census form under “some other race” that they are Somali, otherwise if the Somali community is counted as “Black, African-American,” many differences such as English Second Language for example, will not be taken into account for programs in schools and hospitals.
