The Minneapolis Plan for Arts & Culture was commissioned by the city to develop a ten-year strategic plan that defines the role of the city in
supporting arts and culture, and the role of arts and culture in accomplishing the city's broader goals. The nine-month planning effort
involved input from more than 500 participants in interviews, community meetings, and surveys. Those involved in the planning effort
strongly believed that there is was an opportunity for arts and culture to become a true priority for the city, and for the city to use the tools
and resources at its disposal, together with committed and focused leadership, to fully integrate the arts into its daily business.
