YCB’s Downtown Youth Worker Team Receives
Chief’s Merit Award for Outstanding Service

Chief Janee Harteau and the Minneapolis Police
Department recognized the Youth Coordinating
Board’s (YCB) Downtown Youth Workers and Shane
Zahn, the Downtown Improvement District’s (DID)
Director of Safe Initiatives. Over the summer of 2013,
they worked together with the First Precinct, the DID,
Metro Transit Police, and others, to ensure the safety
of everyone while downtown. The team’s strategies
resulted in a 42% reduction in juvenile crime, an 8%
decrease in overall crime, an 11% decrease for late
night violent crime and many results that cannot be
measured — such as ensuring a safe way home for
youth or referring them to outreach agencies.
