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General Eligibility Requirements 

	Must meet all:

	
	Age.  All participants must be at least 18 years of age.

	
	Right to Work.  All participants must be citizens or nationals of the United States, lawfully admitted permanent residents, lawfully admitted refugees and parolees, or other individuals authorized by the Attorney General to work in the United States.

	
	Military Selective Service Act Compliance.  All participants must be in compliance with Section 3 of the Military Selective Service Act (United States Code, Title 50, Appendix section 45).

	
	Unemployed - if staff determine that individualized career services are appropriate for an individual to obtain or retain employment, these services must be made available to the individual, 
OR
Employed 
1) Individuals who are underemployed and meet the definition of a low-income individual may receive career and training services, or
2) Individuals who meet the definition of an individual with a barrier to employment who are underemployed may also be served in the Adult program.   The term ‘‘individual with a barrier to employment’’ means a member of 1 or more of the following populations:
_____(A) Displaced homemakers.
_____(B) Low-income individuals.
_____(C) Indians, Alaska Natives, and Native Hawaiians, as such terms are defined in section 166.
_____(D) Individuals with disabilities, including youth who are individuals with disabilities.
_____(E) Older individuals.
_____(F) Ex-offenders.

_____(H) Youth who are in or have aged out of the foster care system.
_____(I) Individuals who are English language learners, individuals who have low levels of literacy, and individuals facing substantial cultural barriers.

_____(K) Individuals within 2 years of exhausting lifetime eligibility under part A of title IV of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 601 et seq.). 
_____(L) Single parents (including single pregnant women).
_____(M) Long-term unemployed individuals.
_____(N) Such other groups as the Governor involved determines to have barriers to employment.



Priority of Service

	
Under WIOA, priority for WIOA Adult funds must be given to recipients of public assistance, other low-income individuals, and individuals who are basic skills deficient in the provision of individualized career services, and training services.

Must meet one (with acceptable documentation):

	
	The term ‘‘low-income individual’’ means an individual who— 
_____(i) receives, or in the past 6 months has received, or is a member of a family that is receiving or in the past 6 months has received, assistance through the supplemental nutrition assistance program (SNAP) established under the Food and Nutrition Act of 2008 (7U.S.C. 2011 et seq.), the program of block grants to States for temporary assistance for needy families (TANF/MFIP)program under part A of title IV of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 601 et seq.), or the supplemental security income (SSI) program established under title XVI of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1381 et seq.), or State or local income-based (other public assistance) 19 Key Provisions of the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA) public assistance; 
______(ii) is in a family with total family income that does not exceed the higher of—
(I)(at or below 100% of) the poverty line; or 
(II)70 percent of the lower living standard income level;
_____(iii) is a homeless individual (as defined in section 41403(6) of the Violence Against Women Act of 1994 (42 U.S.C. 14043e–2(6))), or a homeless child or youth (as defined under section 725(2) of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11434a(2)));
_____(iv) Receives or is eligible to receive a free or reduced price lunch under the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1751 et seq.);
_____(v) is a foster child on behalf of whom State or local government payments are made; or
_____(vi) is an individual with a disability whose own income meets the income requirement of clause (ii), but who is a member of a family whose income does not meet this requirement.
The term ‘‘basic skills deficient’’ means, with respect to an individual—
_____(A) who is a youth, that the individual has English reading, writing, or computing skills at or below the 8th grade level on a generally accepted standardized test; or
_____(B) who is a youth or adult, that the individual is unable to compute or solve problems, or read, write, or speak English, at a level necessary to function on the job, in the individual’s family, or in society.

	Priority must be provided in the following order:

	
	First, to veterans and eligible spouses who are also included in the groups given statutory priority for WIOA adult formula funds. This means that veterans and eligible spouses who are also recipients of public assistance, other low-income individuals, or individuals who are basic skills deficient would receive first priority for services provided with WIOA adult formula funds.
· Veteran: TEGL 10-09 defines the term “veteran” as a person who served at least one day in the active military, naval, or air service, and who was discharged or released under conditions other than dishonorable. Active service includes full-time Federal service in the National Guard or a Reserve component. 
· Eligible Spouse (of a Veteran): TEGL 10-09 uses the definition of “eligible spouse” to include the spouse of any of the following:
· Any veteran who died of a service-connected disability;
· Any member of the Armed Forces serving on active duty, who, at the time of application for the priority, is listed in one or more of the following categories and has been so listed for a total of more than 90 days:
· Missing in action;
· Captured in the line of duty by a hostile force; or
· Forcibly detained or interned in the line of duty by a foreign government or power;
· Any veteran who has a total disability resulting from a service-connected disability, as evaluated by the Department of Veterans Affairs; or
· Any veteran who dies while s/he had a disability. A spouse whose eligibility is derived from a living veteran or service member (i.e. categories b. or c. above) would lose his or her eligibility if the veteran or service member were to lose the status that is the basis for the eligibility (i.e. if a veteran with a total service-connected disability were to receive a revised disability rating at a lower level). Similarly, for a spouse whose eligibility is derived from a living veteran or service member, that eligibility would be lost upon divorce from the veteran or service member. 

	
	Second, to non-covered persons (that is, individuals who are not veterans or eligible spouses) who are included in the groups given priority for WIOA adult formula funds.

	Last, to non-covered persons outside the groups given priority under WIOA



Eligibility for Training Services

	
Training services may be made available to employed and unemployed adults who, a one-stop partners determines, after an interview, evaluation, or assessment, and career planning are:

Must meet all:

	
	Unlikely or unable to obtain or retain employment that leads to economic self-sufficiency or wages comparable to or higher than wages from previous employment through career services;

	
	In need of training services to obtain or retain employment leading to economic self-sufficiency or wages comparable to or higher than wages from previous employment; 

	
	Have the skills and qualifications to participate successfully in the training services; 

	
	Have selected a program of training services that is directly linked to the employment opportunities in the local area or the planning region, or in another area to which the individuals are willing to commute or relocate;

	
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Are unable to obtain grant assistance from other sources to pay the costs of such training, including such sources as State-funded training funds, Trade Adjustment Assistance, and Federal Pell Grants or require WIOA assistance in addition to other sources of grant assistance, including Federal Pell Grants: and

	
	If training services are provided through the adult funding stream, are determined eligible in accordance with the State and local priority system.
