Approval of June 18, 2014 Minutes

Announcements: 
Peter stated he has 2 concerns to bring forward
1. That in the A, B, & C ramps each floor does not have automated doors for entry.  He also suggested putting all handicap parking on the Skyway level.
2. Target public restrooms didn’t put doors that swing in
a. Ken states they should swing out per fire code

CM Blong Yang
Opened by explaining the geography of Ward 5.  He is the Chair of the Public Safety, Civil Rights and Emergency Management Committee.
1. Ken congratulated CM Yang on his position and gave a brief explanation of the committee and some issues it faces
a. Strategic funding for ADA to have it properly staffed. Ken stated the current ADA position is not adequate; we should try to stay ahead of the Department of Justice coming to evaluate the City’s preparedness and implementation of the ADA requirements
2. CM Yang invited the Committee to share their thoughts on the Taxi ordinance, also encouraged the committee to make their presence known on issues because the CM states things happen so quickly that the lobbyist and people who make their presence known gets the attention.
3. CM Yang also, encourage the committee to listen to the Committee of the Whole commentary from today.
a. Ken stated it is not accessible.  Also, stated that access to the Council lobby, due to budget cut backs; got rid of the receptionist and replaced that position with a sign.  Which this action created a barrier.
b. CM Yang stated Jozie (Council Receptionist) will be leaving soon and this position needs to be replaced soon.
4. The Committee made CM Yang aware of their concerns about Nicollet Mile
a. Again CM Yang encourages the Committee to bring issues to the Council offices.  Cm Yang suggested sending minutes to the Mayor, Council Members and their Aides. 


MPRB Report
Michelle reports that it has been a very busy month for ADA at the Park Board…
1. The Park Board will be rewriting the RFP to find an ADA consultant; $20,000.00
a. Mandy asked when will the draft be available
b. Michelle reports it will be done by the end of next week
2. The Park Board is being mindful to keep ADA issue in the forefront with everything going on in the park system at this time.
3. The MPRB is also planning to write a job description for an ADA Coordinator; which the plan to add eventually and are looking at budgeting for it.


Staff Report
1. Lance is working with HECE about getting a consultant for the study session
2. On August 28th Lance will be meeting with the Communications Department on presentations for accessibility to include ADA and Title VI.  NCR will be partnering with Communications on this project.
3. There has been $150,000.00 requested to support securing a consultant for the ADA compliance work.  Nick Ngo will stay on longer to help with this work
4. Lance is gathering ideas to create more accessibility
a. Has scheduled a video conference with the District of Columbia on what should be included in our plan.	
b. Met with City leaders to expand the ADA Liaison group 
i. Committee members are encouraged to come to meeting once scheduled to show support
ii. Draft should be done in the next two weeks
Mandy suggested spot lighting the successes the committee has seen for the month…Lance will work with Mayor’s office to get something released…while Ken suggests not publicizing things just yet.

1. State council and Ken meet with David Frank about comments supplied by this committee.  They are still using conceptual drawings with no suggested changes.  This committee will have mots input when it gets to CPED.  Construction has been pushed back to next summer.

1. Agreement has been reached to bring in the same consultant that worked on the Vikings Stadium
2. There should be a meeting similar to the Viking Accessibility Committee and will be public.  Everyone is invited.
a. Lance stated he would like to know when and if others are making plans to hold meetings or assign other people to work on behalf of the committee.

1. Progress has been made on recommendations from this committee
a. Planters have been moved and reflective stripping has been added
i. Omar thanked Lance for his work wi/ Soo Line
