City council advisory
CM Kevin Reich of Ward 1 presented several items: the rail bridge project over Central Ave is now complete. This project widened the pedestrian path two additional feet. There are several projects underway including Lowry Ave, Johnson Street, the 18th Ave project and off road bicycle updates around 18 Ave.  There is a collaborative project moving forward between the City, Park Board and watershed districts around Edison high School which will include a universal design entry way. This project will demonstrate water and solar energy. Other happenings include working with the City Attorney and Utilities to develop a policy around installing Accessible Pedestrian Signals as repairs to streets around the city are made.
· Ken spoke about the Prioritization Committee formed to address these types of issue
· CM Reich stated he would follow up with the person that would be in charge of this committee and respond back with his findings
· Nick will be in touch with CM Reich to future look into this committee and the work they are to be doing.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sara Stewart -  Health Department, Northside Greenway Outreach
· The Greenway will start at Shingle Creek trail and run south just past Plymouth Ave N; it will replace the protected bike ways and reduce traffic to one lane while keeping sidewalks and boulevards open. Possible bike boulevards will be installed.  This is part of a traffic calming project started in 2012. 70% of Northside residents responding to this project approve including 55% people of color.  Next month the City of Minneapolis is considering a temporary (up to a year) greenway on the proposed Northside Greenway route along Irving Avenue between Folwell Park and Jordan Park. The temporary greenway will convert this street to a space for bicycles and pedestrians with low-cost elements that can be installed and removed easily. The temporary greenway will give you and your neighbors a chance to try it out and see for yourself how a greenway would work. If the temporary greenway is successful, it may be possible to convert the space to a permanent greenway in the future.
