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I am proud to have co-authored a staff direction yesterday which aims to develop a city minimum wage ordi-
nance. As a black man who was raised poor and by a single mother, I fully support an increased minimum wage. 
I’m also very aware of the contribution small businesses make to the overall vitality of the city of Minneapolis. 
Thank you to my co-authors Council Members Jacob Frey and Lisa Bender, thank you to all my colleagues and 
many thanks to our communities for organizing around this important issue.  

We recognize the urgency of this issue and have taken an historic step towards enacting a municipal minimum 
wage in Minneapolis yesterday.  
Important issues start with collaboration and this one is no different. I look forward to talking with you all and tak-
ing all your voices into consideration as we craft a legislation that works for our workers and that protects our 
small businesses. 

Recently a Start Tribune Article was released regarding the  hate messag-
es that my Office has received  since I  started serving as  council member. 
In the last couple of days, I have received many emails and phone calls 
from constituents and people beyond the City to express their solidarity  
My heart is deeply touched by all the support,  I want to thank every per-
son who has taken the time to call or email me  with words of encourage-
ment .   

We all know that fear and hate are currently being promoted against 
communities . I stand up against anti Muslim bigotry, against hatred and 
oppression.  The recent sharp rise in  bigotry and hateful rhetoric about 
Muslims, Latinos and many other communities has consequences that 
hurt not only those communities, but also our Nation, a Nation that pro-

tects rights like freedom of religion and equality. 

It is important to talk about this issue.  It is important to raise all our voices to raise awareness of this critical situa-
tion . It is my hope that leaders and community members work together to promote inclusion and respect for one 
another. Instead of hate and bigotry what we need in our country is love, compassion and understanding.

There is a possible change in the way taxi drivers operate at the Minneapolis-St. Paul International Airport. 
On July 20, about 200 cabbies attended a public hearing to protest this issue.  
As of right now taxi drivers pay a 3,350 fee upfront to serve at the airport and undergo background checks. 
The MAC, which operates MSP, suggested and ordinance that has the intention to lower the fee to a $100 per 
year with a $4 per-trip-fee and eliminate the background check. This change would allow services such as Ub-

erX and Lyft serve the MSP at the same level of taxi driv-
ers. Further yet, during the public hearing, MAC staff 
acknowledged that the proposed change will likely lead 
to lowered wages for the taxi community at MSP, a 
group of workers that are predominantly people of col-
or. 
I support the position of the taxi drivers since their 
source of income will be compromised by these chang-
es.  Understanding the negative impact of these drastic 
measures, I would urge MAC not to pass this ordinance 
change, especially considering the high unemployment 
rate among many of the African immigrants. I am simply 
defending a community that is already struggling.
